2. What to Bring

e A photo ID (My Number Card, driver's license, passport for non-residents).

e For Sea Survival training: swimsuit, socks that can get wet, and a change of clothes.
3. Clothing and Personal Items

o Wear comfortable clothing suitable for practical training (long pants and long sleeves
recommended).

e Classroom training attire is casual.

o For safety, remove all jewellery during practical training and store it in a locker.

e Those who wear contact lenses and are participating in Sea Survival training, should bring
glasses to prevent loss or eye infection (also bring contact lens storage containers and cleaning
solutions).

o Writing materials (e.g. notepad, pen, tablet etc).

4. Equipment Provided by GWTC
o Personal protective equipment (PPE) for Work-at-Height training (Skylotech or Petzl)
Safety shoes (MASCOT: 24.5 cm, 25.5 cm, 26.5 cm, Midori Anzen: 23.5 cm to 30 cm).
